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The purpose of the research were to study and compare the Master's
degree graduates’ opinions according to sex, age, duration of study, major field of study
and study plan on Ramkhamhaeng University’'s educational management. The survey
also included the graduates’ application of their knowledge to their work and their pride
of Ramkhamhaeng University.

The sample group consisted of 718 graduates in the Master of Education
programs. They were selected using a non-probability sampling method with quota
selection from those studying at both Hua Mak and regional campuses and in special
programs. The graduates were asked to complete a three-scaled questionnaire. Of the
total 3,559 copies, 2,942 or 82.66 % were returned. The data was analyzed for
percentages, means, standard deviation, a t-test, a one-way ANOVA and Scheffe’s
method.

The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the graduates concerning the University’s
educational management and the application of their knowledge to their work were at
high level. It was also found that they were proud of the University.

2. No differences in opinion regarding the University’'s educational
management were found among graduates studying at Hua Mak campus with regard to
sex and duration of study. Those differing in age, major field of study and study plan

exhibited different opinions at a statistically significant level of .05.



3. There were no differences in opinion regarding the University's
educational management among graduates studying at regional campus. Those
differing in age differed in their opinions regarding the University’s educational
management.

4. The graduates of the special programs offered by the Faculty of
Education who differed in sex and age showed no difference in opinions regarding the

University’s educational management.
